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CCSBT IUU Vessel List Resolution: Consideration o€ross-Listing

1. Introduction

The CCSBT Resolution on Establishing a List of \&s$resumed to have carried out
lllegal, Unreported and Unregulated (IUU) Fishingtikities for Southern Bluefin Tuna
(SBT)! was adopted by CCSBT 20 in 2013 and was subsdyuentsed at CCSBT 21
(2014), CCSBT 23 (2016) and CCSBT 24 (2017).

This paper proposes further revisions to the CC&BT Vessel List Resolution to facilitate
routine cross-listing of IUU vessels with the father tuna Regional Fisheries Management
Organisations (IATTE, ICCAT?, IOTC* and WCPF® and CCAMLF. The CCSBT could
consider cross-listing with other additional orgaations at a later date.

2. Background

Recommendation 10 from Kobe Il was that tuna Regji¢-isheries Management
Organisations (tuna Regional Fisheries Managemegar@lsations) should cooperate to
harmonise IUU vessel listing criteria, processas$@nocedures to the maximum extent
possible. It was also recommended, that tRFMOsldhmaove towards adopting principles,
criteria, and procedures for cross-listing lUU \esghat are listed on the IUU vessel lists of
other tRFMOs.

CCSBT’s IUU Vessel Listing Resolution does alreatlgw for cross-listing of vessels in
paragraph 20:

20. The Extended Commission may consider cross-liitibvessel lists with all other tuna
Regional Fisheries Management Organisations anevaht organisations on a case by
case basis as agreed by the Extended Commission.

However, there is no detail in the Resolution albtmw this would be achieved and CCSBT
has not considered cross-listing any vessels & dat

In addition, CCSBT's current Compliance Action P&gecifies the following action item for
2019:
Review and revise the following CCSBT Resolutisreppropriate:
5b) CCSBT's IUU Vessel Resolution, particularly ¢thess-listing provision, in order to
facilitate the implementation of cross-listing witther tRFMOs/relevant organisations
on a case by case basis as agreed by the ExteratadhSsion.

In this paper the Secretariat proposes a less nesteavy cross-listing process than the
“case by case basis” referred to by item 5b) above.

3. Current IUU Lists of IATTC, ICCAT, IOTC, WCPFC a nd CCAMLR

The Secretariat proposes that CCSBT should init@hsider cross-listing of lUU vessels
with the four other tuna Regional Fisheries Managi@n®rganisations (IATTC, ICCAT,
IOTC and WCPFC) and CCAMLR.

Of these five organisations, CCAMLR and WCPFC dbhave any cross-listing provisions
within their relevant measures currently. HoweVRT, TC (Resolution C-19-02 paragraphs
19 to 24), ICCAT (Recommendation 18-08, paragrddhand 12) and IOTC (Resolution
18/03, paragraphs 31 to 38) already include crigtigid provisions within their relevant
measures.

ICCAT only updated its measure to include crosnlisof specified non-tuna RFMO
oganisations in 2018 and therefore no CCAMLR (beonhon-tuna RFMO) IUU vessels
have been cross-listed onto ICCAT's IUU Vessel bistyet. IATTC and IOTC’s measures
were also only updated in 2018 and 2019 respeytaadl therefore no cross-listed vessels
have been included in their IUU vessel lists taetlat

Table 1 below summarises which organisations IABTGCCAT'’s and IOTC's relevant
measures specify they may cross-list IUU vessels. \Wote that all three may cross-list with
the CCSBT.

Table 2 below provides a summary of the numberestels currently listed on the five tuna
RFMOs’ and CCAMLR’s IUU Vessel Lists, including hawany were originally listed by
each organisation. In summary, at the time ofimgithis paper the maximum number of
vessels that would need to be considered for distasg by CCSBT if the proposed cross-
listing provisions came into effect would be 118sals.

5. Proposed Revision of CCSBT’s IUU Vessel List Refsition

Proposed tracked revisions to the CCSBT’s IUU ViERssolution to facilitate cross-listing
with five specified organisations are provided\#tachment A for Members’ consideration.
Many of the proposed revisions are based on tetktanOTC’s IUU Vessel List Resolution
18/03.

The suggested revisions are based on the follopsimgiples that attempt to limit the
additional administrative burden to Members andShkeretariat:

e CCSBT should only consider cross-listing with fmganisations initially, these
being: IATTC, ICCAT, IOTC, WCPFC and CCAMLR;

» The cross-listing process should run intersesdipoaiside of the already
established annual Draft and Provisional Listingcess;

» CCSBT should only consider cross-listing vesselsrelthe specified organisation
is the original listing organisatione. it should not consider listing any vessels that
appear on an IUU List solely because they have bewss-listed from another
organisation;

» CCSBT should cross-list vessels without itself cdesng the associated evidence
(already considered in detail by the original ligtiorganisation) and should instead
rely on the integrity of the processes of the oxdgjiisting organisation. However,
Members would be given a 30-day objection periadte inclusion of any cross-
listed vessels on CCSBT’s IUU List;

* CCSBT should only make cross-listing additionst$dWU Vessel List at two set
times per year — February and August. Appropdatetions due to cross-listing
should be made immediately the CCSBT Secretarmattified of them; and

» Deletions from cross-listings would only be madeswlthe original listing
organisation has removed the listing.

None of
CCAMLR’s IUU-listed vessels are currently included.

The Secretariat has suggested cross-listing withfore organisations initially (the four tuna
RFMOs and CCAMLR) because these organisationshareries that CCSBT shares the
most relationships and similarities with currently.

Restricting CCSBT to only consider cross-listings&ls in cases where the specified
organisation is the original listing organisatiand to not examine the original evidence for
each in detail, should assist with limiting the amibof additional complexity and work
involved in CCSBT’s IUU listing process each year.

Note that each of the five organisations it is js®x that CCSBT cross-lists with meets at
different times of the year. IOTC generally hasaisiual meetings in April/May/ June,
IATTC in June/July/August, CCAMLR in October/NovearbICCAT in November and
WCPFC in December. This means there could potgnkia five or more times per year
when the CCSBT IUU Vessel List might need to beatpd with additional vessels cross-
listed from these organisations.

In order to limit the volume of correspondence witambers, the Secretariat proposes that
additions to the CCSBT IUU Vessel List due to cross-listordy be considered twice a year
— in February (after the CCAMLR, ICCAT and WCPFQaal meetings) and in August
(after the IOTC and IATTC annual meetings). Howewamydeletions of cross-listed vessels
from the CCSBT IUU Vessel List (including on thehsée) should be made immediately the
deletion is confirmed by the original listing orgsation.

Resolution on Establishing a List of Vessels Presumed to have Carried Out
Illegal, Unreported and Unregulated Fishing Activities For Southern Bluefin
Tuna (SBT)

(revised at the 264™ Annual Meeting, 172 October 20197)

The Extended Commission for the Conservation oti8sua Bluefin Tuna (CCSBT),

Recalling that the FAO Council adopted on 23 June 2001 sarriational Plan of Action
to prevent, to deter and eliminate illegal, unrégaiand unregulated fishing (IPOA-IUU).
This plan stipulates that the identification of tressels carrying out illegal, unreported
and unregulated (IUU) activities should follow agpigprocedures and be applied in an
equitable, transparent and non-discriminatory way;

Recalling that the Extended Commission adopted the CCSBT Ganue Plan at its
Eighteenth Annual Meeting in October 2011;

Concerned by the fact that Southern Bluefin Tuna (SBT) IUkhfng activities diminish
the effectiveness of CCSBT conservation and managemeasures,

Determined to address the challenge of an increase in IUbirfis activities by way of
counter-measures to be applied in respect to tlssel&e without prejudice to further
measures adopted in respect of flag States oriemntitnder the relevant CCSBT
instruments;

Considering the action undertaken in all other tuna regiorstidries management
organisations to address this issue;

Conscious of the need to address, as a matter of priotityjgsue of fishing vessels
conducting IUU fishing activities,

Noting that efforts to prevent, deter and eliminate IUkhfing must be addressed in the
light of all relevant international fisheries ingtments and in accordance with other relevant
international obligations, including the rights astuligations established under the World
Trade Organisation (WTQO) Agreement;

Recalling Article 15 (4) of the Convention, which calls on Mbers to cooperate in taking
appropriate action, consistent with internatioma bnd their respective domestic laws, to
deter fishing activities for SBT by nationals, desits or vessels of any State or entity not
party to the CCSBT Convention where such activityld affect adversely the attainment
of the objective of the Convention;

Agrees, in accordance with paragraph 3(b) of Article 8raf Convention for the
Conservation of Southern Bluefin Tuna, that:

1. At each annual meeting, the Extended Commissidrideihtify those vessels
which have engaged in fishing activities for SBTaimanner which has
undermined the effectiveness of the ConventiontaedCCSBT measures in
force.

initial Draft I[UU List and any information providedd relation to the vessels on
this Draft List. The CC will also consider the amt CCSBT IUU Vessel List and
may make recommendations to remove vessels framappropriate. Finally,
the Extended Commission will consider both the Riomal IUU List and any
recommendations made by the CC to amend the cu®@8BT IUU Vessel List,
and then adopt a final CCSBT IUU Vessel List. C@3BU Vessel List
definitions are provided @nnex I.

3. For the purposes of this Resolution, the vesselpaasumed to have carried out
SBT IUU fishing activitiesinter alia, when a Member or CNM presents suitably
documented evidence that such vessels:

a. Harvested SBT and were not authorised by a Memb&NM to fish for
SBT, or;

b. Did not record and/or report their SBT catchesaicle-related data in
accordance with CCSBT reporting requirements, aderfalse reports, or;

c. Used prohibited or non-compliant fishing gear way that undermines
CCSBT conservation and management measures, ofr;

d. Transhipped with, or participated in joint operacuch as re-supplying
or re-fuelling vessels included in the CCSBT IUUs¥el List, or;

e. Harvested SBT in the waters under the nationadgliction of the coastal
State or entity without authorisation and/or contedita serious
infringement of its laws and regulations directyated to the SBT
fishery, without prejudice to the sovereign rigbtshe coastal State or
entity to take measures against such vessels, or;

f. Engaged in fishing activities for SBT, includinguishipping, re-
supplying or re-fuelling, contrary to any other (BJSconservation and
management measures.
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Information on alleged SBT 1UU Fishing Activities

4. Members and CNMs shall transmit every year to tkechtive Secretary at least
14 weeks before the annual meeting of the CCt afligessels presumed to be
carrying out SBT IUU fishing activities during tlearrent and/or previous year,
accompanied by the suitably documented supportiideace concerning the
presumption of SBT IUU fishing activity. The CCSBREporting Form for SBT
lllegal Activity (Annex I1) shall be used.

5. This list and evidence shall be basetkr alia, on information collected by
Members and CNMs from all relevant sources inclgdint not limited to:

a) Relevant resolutions of the CCSBT, as adopted arghded from time to
time;

b) Reports by Members and CNMs on vessel inspections;

¢) Reports by Members and CNMs relating to CCSBT caadi®n and
management measures in force;

d) Catch and trade information obtained on the bdsislevant trade statistics
such as Food and Agriculture Organisation of theéddnNations (FAO) data,
statistical and CDS documents, and other nationaternational verifiable
statistics; and

e) Any other information obtained from port Statentities and/or gathered
from the fishing grounds that is suitably documente

6. Before or at the same time as transmitting a fipresumed SBT IUU vessels to
the Executive Secretary, the Member or CNM shdiffynthe relevant flag State
or entity, either directly or through the Executivecretary (using the Reporting
Form inAnnex |1), of a vessel's inclusion on this list, and pravitiat flag State
or entity with a copy of the pertinent suitably doented information. Where a
vessel will be included on the Draft IUU list anaismot been proposed by a
Member or CNM, the Executive Secretary shall ndtify relevant flag State or
entity (using the Reporting Form in Annex Il), bétvessel’s inclusion on this
list, and provide that flag State or entity witb@py of the pertinent suitably
documented information as early as practicable.

CNMs 4 weeks in advance of the annual CC meeting.

12. All Members, CNMs, and any NCNMs concerned mayngttame submit to the
Executive Secretary any additional information, ebhinight be relevant for the
establishment of the CCSBT IUU Vessel list. The dtrizve Secretary shall
circulate the information, at the latest beforeahaual CC meeting, together
with all the evidence provided.

Decisions on any inter-sessional requests to rertievgessel shall be made in
accordance with Rule 6(5) of the Rules of Procedsureh that no response is
considered to be support for the request.
