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» There was uncertainty regarding South Africa’slt8@uthern Bluefin Tuna (SBT)
mortalities as the CDS estimated catch was sulsligrtiigher than the catch
reported in South Africa’s National Report and MadptCatch Reports. This had been
the case for the past three seasbns
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At the time of finalising this paper the Secretahiad not yet received any documentation
pertaining to South Africa’s plan. However, the®tariat can advise that key South African
personnel visited Canberra, Australia during Au@@?2, in particular to:
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» Discuss South Africa’s CDS issues with the CCSBm@llance Manager, and
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» Meet with Australian officials to gain an understang of Australia’s Catch
Documentation Scheme (CDS) systems and procesgkRsa wiew to considering
how South Africa might improve its own systems anacesses.
