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Executive Summary

HE

The Secretariat continued its subscription to the Global Trade Atlas (GTA) database in 2014.
This paper presents annual summaries of SBT trade statistics from the GTA database for
2010-2013 inclusive, as well as comparing these against import/export figures derived from
the Secretariat’s own Catch Documentation Scheme (CDS) database. As in 2013’s analysis,
imports and exports associated with Non-cooperating Non-Members (NCNMs) are
highlighted as they are most likely to be indicative of potential emerging markets. The
overall results of the analysis are generally consistent with previous years’ results, and are
summarised below.

Details of the Secretariat’s subscription to GTA can be found in paper CCSBT-CC/1310/15
(Attachments 2 and 3). One small difference to the Secretariat’s subscription in 2014 is that
Croatia has been included as an additional member of the European Union (EU).

However, note that where the GTA database recorded Canada and the Russia Federation as
having received exports (i.e. being importers) of fresh/chilled SBT, this SBT came from the
USA, and the unit prices for Canada (and also for one of the Russian Federation cases) were
low, therefore making it very unlikely for this to have been SBT product. In addition, the
import into Sri Lanka was from Hong Kong and had a unit price of only USD $2.00/kg, so
this was again unlikely to have been SBT product.
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There were only six NCNMs with recorded exports? exceeding more than 5mt of SBT in any
year between 2010 and 2013were:

However, note that the exports from Canada to the USA were for fresh/chilled product, and
therefore unlikely to be SBT due to the low probability that Canada either caught or was able
to re-export fresh/chilled SBT (although unit prices are high in this case). In addition, the
single recorded export from Panama (to Spain) in 2010 had a unit price of only USD
$2.45/kg and therefore it is again unlikely to have been SBT.
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Therefore in summary, the CDS and GTA data suggest that the main NCNM markets for
SBT between 2010 and 2013 appear to be China, Hong Kong, Singapore, the USA, and
potentially also Lebanon and the Russian Federation.
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Comparison of GTA Trade Statistics versus Trade Indicated by the CDS Database
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A comparison of trade in SBT indicated by the GTA and CDS databases is presented in
section 4 of this paper. There are quite substantive differences in the level of trade indicated
between the two databases for some Members.

e The Secretariat continues its subscription to the Global Trade Atlas (GTA) database

and reviews its subscription requirements annually.

encouraged to become formal Other State/Fishing Entities Cooperating in the CDS

as any domestic landings of SBT, and that copies of these CDS documents are
forwarded to the CCSBT Secretariat. It is also suggested that Members that export
SBT to NCNMs consider taking a lead role in encouraging the NCNMs they trade with
to cooperate with the CDS.

The GTA trade data analyses presented in this paper are for three SBT commodity codes: HS
030236 (fresh/chilled), 030346 (frozen), and HS 030195 (live SBT). No fillet codes were
added to the Secretariat’s subscription during 2014 because once again the Secretariat did not
identify any SBT-specific fillet codes that showed any significant levels of trade.

Note that results extracted from the GTA database should be considered carefully due to the
inherent limitations of the extracted data. For example, CCSBT’s subscription includes only
a subset of all the GTA data available. In addition, some low unit price figures and
unexpected import/export results remain, and potentially indicate that some miscoding of
commaodity codes is present within data sourced by GTA, i.e. that some non-SBT product
may have been erroneously recorded as SBT commodity codes in the GTA data sources. In
addition, many of the records indicating live imports/exports of SBT recorded on the GTA
database seem unlikely from a practical perspective, and may therefore also represent product
miscoding rather than actual trade of live SBT. These types of data limitations/ potential
miscoding issues should be taken into account when reviewing the results below.

In 2013, analyses of the GTA data appeared to indicate that high levels of SBT trade were
occurring both into and within the EU, and this is again reflected in the updated trade
statistics reported for the EU for the 2013 calendar year.

The EU undertook to provide further information on imports once its audit work was
completed. The Secretariat has recently checked on the progress of this audit, and was
advised that the process is complex and therefore still ongoing, and that the EU may provide
further comment about it during the annual meeting.

Statistics recorded in the GTA database during 2013 indicated that Indonesia had exported
live SBT (95.2t) to Yemen during 2010, however Indonesia advised CC8 that no live exports
of SBT could have occurred because no Indonesian fishermen have the technical skills and
vessel facilities necessary to maintain SBT alive. The Secretariat responded that it would
work with Indonesia to resolve this matter.

The Secretariat has now reviewed Indonesia’s GTA trade data and found that Indonesia’s
2010 export data have been updated and no longer include any records indicating that live
SBT was exported from Indonesia during 2010. Therefore, the Secretariat advised Indonesia
that this matter has now been resolved.

However, the Secretariat’s 2014 analyses of Indonesia’s trade data again appear to show that
live SBT exports occurred, in particular that 2mt of live SBT was exported from Indonesia to
East Timor during 2013. The Secretariat has communicated with Indonesia on this matter,
but has not yet received a response confirming whether or not this live export did occur.
However, it does seem unlikely that these live export data can be correct.

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In reality fresh/ chilled SBT are less likely to be readily available for trading amongst
EU Members. Therefore, it’s likely that many of the imports of fresh/ chilled SBT
recorded for EU Member States can be attributed to miscoded commodity codes
provided to the GTA trade database administrators, i.e. other tuna species may have
been incorrectly coded as fresh/chilled SBT (HS 030236).

The USA is reported to have imported 19mt of fresh/chilled SBT from Canada
between 2012 and 2013, however this trade again seems unlikely given the low

possibility that any Canadian-flagged vessels caught SBT, or that fresh/chilled SBT
was re-exported.

seems likely that other species may have been miscoded as SBT, especially since the
level of imports recorded on the GTA database are much higher than the import
tonnages the EU has reported to CCSBT.
